Suffolk Agricultural Association Clay Shoot
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The Suffolk Agricultural Association supports a wide range of educational and charitable events the main ones being the Suffolk Show held each year at the end of May and the School Farms and Country Fair (this year on 23 April 2020) when the Association hosts over 4,000 year 9/10 pupils at Trinity Park to show them what our industry is about.  In order to support this and other activities we are planning to hold our first Clay Shoot to raise funds in support of our educational work.

This event will take place on Wednesday 1 April 2020 at High Lodge Shooting Ground at Hinton, Darsham, Suffolk, IP17 3QT.  Headed by fourteen times FITASC Sporting World, European and British Champion John Bidwell, High Lodge was first established over 30 years ago and has been voted a top UK facility by visiting shooters in a national poll.  It is also classed as a Premier Plus ground by the Clay Pigeon Shooting Association (CPSA www.cpsa.co.uk ) making it one of the top UK shooting venues.

The shooting ground is perfectly established to provide a wide range of clay targets in woodland and purpose built layouts and a 60-foot and a 120-foot tower both add to the variety of targets and disciplines available.

The day starts at 0900 with tea/coffee/bacon rolls/registration with shooting from 1000.  After a raffle and auction the day will end at around 1630.

The event will involve teams of 4 guns shooting 96 targets and a 100 bird flush over a range of different stands.

We will finish with Prize Giving and a Carvery Meal and the chance to talk to friends about “the one that got away” and all for the price of £360 (inc VAT) for a team of four.

Enclosed is an application forms for you to complete and return, but should reiterate that we are limited to 34 teams and entries will be treated on a first come first booked basis.  We are also offering the opportunity for a Have-A-Go, so if you have a partner, son or daughter who has not been shooting before and would like to have a go we have negotiated a package with High Lodge which means that you can bring them along and they will have a chance to shoot under instruction, with everything provided, whilst you are out on site shooting the round.  They would then join you for the meal after you have finished shooting all for £80 (inc VAT).

It may seem a long time away but you will know how quickly time flies, so please get your booking in for the inaugural shoot and we look forward to seeing you in April.
