The Suffolk Agricultural Association supports a wide range of educational and charitable events, and is proud to do so, the main one that you may be aware of is the Suffolk School Farms Fair (23 April 2020) when the Association hosts 4,000 year 9 /year 10 pupils at Trinity Park to show them what our Industry is really about.  In order to support these activities we are next year planning to hold our first Clay Shoot to raise funds to support these.

This will take place on Wednesday 1 April 2020 at High Lodge Shooting Ground at Hinton, nr Darsham, Suffolk.  Headed by 14 times FITASC Sporting World, European and British Champion John Bidwell, High Lodge was first established over 30 years ago and has been voted a top UK facility by visiting shooters in a national poll. It is also classed as a Premier Plus ground by the CPSA, the official Clay Pigeon Shooting Association ( www.cpsa.co.uk ) making it one of the top UK shooting venues.

The shooting ground is perfectly established to provide a wide range of clay targets in woodland and purpose built layouts a 60-foot and a 120-foot tower both add to the variety of targets and disciplines available.

This will be a full day of shooting, with teams progressing around a series of stands which will test their skills. We are aiming to have 34 - 4 person teams on the day, 136 individuals, who would then see you support of this event.
